Dear Parents/Guardians

This is a very difficult time for us all as we have entered our second national lockdown.

Our staff are working extremely hard to keep all of our children learning and we are grateful for your support where children have been asked to self-isolate.

Our actions over the next few weeks are crucial in reducing the spread of the virus and helping school to stay open for as many children as possible. 

In recent weeks, we have seen some confusion around self-isolation rules. Children have been sent into school with symptoms, whilst awaiting test results and after they or family members have received a positive test. This has led to many teachers and children being sent home from school to self-isolate and has risked spreading the virus further.

Please can we remind you of the following national guidance:

• If your child has coronavirus symptoms, they must stay at home and get a test. The whole household must stay at home until the test result is known. This means you should not leave the house for any reason. 

• If the test is positive, the child and the household must continue to stay at home. 

• If another household member (e.g. parents, siblings) has symptoms, the child should not come to school until the household member has been tested and the result is known. If the test is positive the whole household needs to continue to stay at home. 

If you are unsure whether your child needs to stay at home, or about when they can return to school, please ring the office on 01332 272249 to ask for advice. I am resending you the Derby City guide to Covid 19.

These self-isolation rules are the law – it is an offence not to follow them and anyone who chooses not to do this may face a fine. 

The rules we will have to live by in December depend on how well we manage to reduce the spread of the virus during the next few weeks. Please continue to work with us and do the right thing for everyone.
