What was it like being a child in Ancient Greece?

When a baby was born in Ancient Greece, the father had to decide whether to let a baby live or die. If it looked weak or unhealthy it was left to die! How cruel! Remember, though, there were no hospitals and very little medicine in Ancient Greece. If the baby was allowed to live there was a special naming ceremony when the child was welcomed into the family.
In Ancient Greece girls and boys were educated by adults to prepare them for their adult roles. This meant girls and boys were educated differently. Do you think is fair? 
In many states, boys went to school. The Greek word for school is gymnasium. Here they were taught how to read, write and do maths. They also learnt how to make a speech, recite poetry and how to sing. Some learnt to play musical instruments or trained to be sportsmen. In Sparta, boys were taught how to fight and become the fiercest fighters.
Most Greek girls were taught at home by their mothers. They learnt to sew, cook, clean and look after babies. They also learnt how to spin sheep’s fleece into thread and then weave it into cloth. Many girls got married when they were only 15. Their husbands were chosen by their fathers. In Sparta, some girls were sent to school to do PE, so that they would be fit and strong, just like the boys.
What did they wear?
Most clothes were made from wool, which was spun and woven at home. Linen, which is a kind of cotton, was also used but this was very expensive as it came all the way from Egypt. Their clothes were very simple – really just a large piece of cloth which was folded in different ways and tied together with cords or leather belts. Look at the picture of the children at the top of the page.
Most Greeks did not wear shoes. Remember it is hot and dry in Greece. Some pictures of the Ancient Greeks show them wearing sandals made with strips of leather. Maybe they wore these when they were walking in the dry, rocky mountains.
What did they eat?
Greece is a very mountainous country and only one fifth of the land can be used to grow crops. So it was hard for Ancient Greeks to earn their living from farming. However, we know that they grew grass for animals such as goats and sheep for their milk and also to eat.  They were also able to grow grapes on vines, planted olive trees and produced tomatoes, pears, apples and other fruit. They grew wheat for flour and collected honey from wild bees. They also kept hens that could give them eggs. Plenty of herbs grew in the mountains. They used these to flavour their food.
Most of Greece is close to the sea so fish was the most common form of protein eaten by these people.

Bones
are light yet tough - weight
for weight they are stronger
than most metals and high-
tech plastics. And bones can
do what metals and plastics
cannot - if they are damaged
they can repair themselves.

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Unusual Olympic Sports
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Throughout its history, the Olympic Games have held a
range of strange and unusual competitions that we no
longer take part in today.

Rope Climb: Stopped in 1932, this was an event in which
competitors had to climb up a rope as quickly and as
stylishly as possible. The most impressive winner was
George Eyser in 1904, who won gold despite having a
wooden leg!

Tug of War: At every Olympic Games until 1920, teams
of eight men would have to pull their opponents six feet
over a line on the floor. The British team, containing lots
of police officers, were very good at this event.

Swimming Obstacle Race: This event only happened in
the 1900 Olympics. Swimmers had to climb over a pole
and a row of boats, before swimming under another row
of boats towards the finish line.
