Children who have made minimal progress within Precision Teach 
will be considered on a termly basis as to whether further 
support/provision is needed, for example moving from group 
Precision Teach to 1:1 with Nessy Reading and Spelling 
programme to support. 

 
Children with 1-2-1 support due to EHCP or who have been 

assessed by an EP as requiring an individualised programme 

receive Little Wandle SEN scheme where needed.  

 
 

Access whole class Little Wandle Phonics and Reading Programme. 

If struggling to keep up, follow Little Wandle programme of 

interventions. 

If ongoing insecurity within Phase 2 (FS2) or Phase 3 (Year 1), access 

Little Wandle phonics groups as appropriate. 

Children with 1-2-1 support due to EHCP receive Little Wandle SEN 

scheme if unable to access main programme even with interventions 

and keep-ups. 

Has the child passed the KS1 Phonics Screening Test in Year 1?
